Lesson Focus:
Only God is holy.

God’s Holiness Songs
 � To help your child further grasp the 

concept of God’s holiness, sing together 
a few hymns, such as “Holy, Holy, Holy,” 
“Immortal, Invisible, God Only Wise,” or 
“Holy God, We Praise Thy Name.” Talk 
about the sense of awe the songs try to 
communicate.

Holy—Make “H” with right hand and slide 

across left palm.

Earth—With right hand in “W,” circle 

once around the left fist. 
Glory—Clap right hand once against left. 

Move right hand up and back while shaking it.

Lord—With right hand, make an “L” from 

the left shoulder to the right waist.
